Lurgan's historic town centre to be
transformed

Almost £2million of National Lottery funding has been awarded to Armagh City, Banbridge and
Craigavon Borough Council (ABC Council) to regenerate Lurgan’s historic town centre.

Lurgan, County Armagh, was once a thriving market town with an architectural heritage dating back
to the 17th century. But today many of the historic buildings which give the town centre its unique
character have fallen into disrepair and are underused or vacant.

The new five-year Townscape Heritage project will support the repair and conservation of 25
historic properties within the town’s Conservation Area. It will bring back into sustainable use much-
needed, valuable commercial floorspace and provide new residential accommodation
opportunities.

A programme of 50 events and activities will help attract new visitors to the town centre to celebrate
its unique heritage, revitalising the area and promoting Lurgan as a vibrant place to live, work and
