Situated in the former Harland and Wolff headquarters and historic Drawing Offices, HLF has
invested £5million in the restoration project which has brought employment opportunities,
apprenticeships and additional investment to the area.

Offices and heritage features of the building, ensuring an important level of public access to these
areas for years to come.
