The museum contains exhibits not previously displayed that feature the words and perspectives of
those involved - from both a military and a civilian viewpoint. The D-Day Story moves expectations
beyond those of a ‘military museum’ towards an experience rich in the humanity of its stories.

Landscaping and further improvements to the outside of the museum building will be completed in
2019 when Landing Craft Tank 7074 — also supported by the National Lottery - will arrive in
Portsmouth in time for the 75th Anniversary of D-Day on 6 June 2019.
