¢ Penninghame Primary School in Newton Stewart will celebrate its 50th anniversary by delivering a
project that will explore the school’ s history thanks to a Sharing Heritage grant of £10,000

e The Trimontium Trust received a grant of £53,900 to investigate the archaeology of Burnswark Hill
and deliver an exhibition to five different venues in Dumfries and Galloway

e Spring Fling received a grant of £10,000 for young people to learn traditional heritage crafts
