From sea rescue to tackling antisocial behaviour, volunteers up and down the North East coast are getting
involved in projects made possible by National Lottery players.

The North East coast has a strong history of volunteering. In 1864 Tynemouth became the first placein the
UK to launch a volunteer sea rescue team. Following this example, Volunteer Life Brigades were created in
coastal towns up and down the country.

Today just three remain and all are on the North East coast in Tynemouth, Sunderland and South Shields.

To mark the 150th anniversary of Life Brigades, volunteers at each location have been helping to conserve
and celebrate their history and attract new recruits to sea rescue teams, thanks to HLF grants.

Meanwhile on land in Durham and Northumberland, more than 500 volunteers are helping to revive natural
environments and reconnect communities with their coastlines through a series of HL F-supported projects.

Projects are being led by Durham Heritage Coast, Northumberland Coast AONB, South Shields Volunteer
Life Brigade, Sunderland Volunteer Life Brigade and Tynemouth Volunteer Life Brigade.
