In 1948 an ex-farmer, James Wilson Brown, was employed by the Royal Automobile
Club (RAC) and given just two months to turn the site from awartime airfield and farm into a race track for
thefirst RAC International Grand Prix.

3. The 200-year-old Marple Aqueduct on the Peak Forest Canal, which runs for 15 miles between Ashton
under Lyne, east of Manchester, and Whaley Bridge, Derbyshire. It is a towering 100ft at its highest point.

Museum in Y ork. The British Empire Exhibition made Flying Scotsman famous. In 1934, Scotsman

was clocked at 100mph on a special test run — officially the first locomotive in the UK to reach that amazing
Speed.
